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Introduction

Command Intent:

This is a Community Bushfire Response Plan. Its purpose is to inform operational decision-making when
establishing protection priorities in response to bushfires affecting this area, particularly when fires are burning

out of control.

It reflects the Tasmania Fire Service’s six operational priorities and its intent is to identify community protection
priorities with particular reference to potential locations of vulnerable groups of people, as well as assets that
are important for the community’s recovery.

It also includes hazards, water sources and other features of operational significance.

Scope:

This plan is primarily for use by Incident Management Teams. It may also be used by TFS Brigades and other
fire-fighting resources. It is supported by a Community Bushfire Protection Plan for the community.

Remember:

CREW LEADERS:

« Information in this plan may be modified by the IMT, in response to prevailing conditions.

Incident Action Plans (IAPs) therefore take precedence over this plan.

ON THE FIREGROUND:

« Fire crew safety is paramount. Use appropriate PPE, follow all applicable SOPs and apply LACES

(Lookouts, Awareness, Communication, Escape Routes, and Safety Zones).

« Provide frequent Situation Reports. These will inform critical community warnings and information.

« If you have completed your assigned task, have lost communications and it is safe to do so, move to the
next protection priority that is identified in the IAP. If there is no IAP, consider the Public Safety Locations
and Community Assets listed in this plan to identify the next protection priority.

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WHITEMARK including Blue Rocks & Long Point: Area Profile
The Area:

Flinders Island:

« Flinders Island has approximately 807 permanent residents with a land area of 1333 square kilometres.

« The Island is 75km long and 40km wide and is dominated by coastal landforms, farmland and several
forested mountain ranges. Winds are predominantly westerlies with coastal sea breezes common
throughout the summer months.

« Whitemark, Blue Rocks and Long Point are coastal communities situated within the Flinders Island
Municipality and located on the mid-western side of Flinders Island.

Whitemark:

« Whitemark is the main population centre for the island.

« This community is centred within Whitemark itself and extends to an outer lying area along Bluff Road
and Boyes Road, 2.5km north of Whitemark.

« The township comprises a number of critical infrastructure within either the town boundary or nearby
such as:

- Hydro Tasmania Diesel Fired Power Station.

- Pats River Pump Station and Water Reservoir.
- Flinders Island Emergency Services Building.

- Flinders Island District High School.
- Emergency Co-ordination Centre (Town Hall).
- Flinders Island Multi-purpose Centre.

« Agriculture, Tourism and Retail constitute the key forms of commerce for this area.

Long Point :

« The area of Long Point and Long Point Road is situated on the western side of Flinders Island within a
coastal and agricultural land use setting.

« There are no main concentrations or clusters of residential dwelling but are single dwellings scattered
within this area.

« Long Point Road is used to access Long Point Beach and Arthurs Bay Conservation Area.
« The Flinders Island Airport is located 3.8km South of Long Point and Palana Road junction.

Blue Rocks:

« The area of Blue Rocks is situated on the western side of Flinders Island within a coastal and agricultural
land use setting.

« There are no main concentrations or clusters of residential dwelling but rather single dwellings scattered
within this area.

« There is no known critical infrastructure within this area.

Flinders Island Airport Facility:

« Flinders Island main airport is located 5km North of Whitemark and has two 30m wide runways with
permanent lighting.

Distances and Traveling Times:

e 155km NE of Launceston Airport (Approx. 30 min plane flight times to Whitemark Airport).

e 172km NE of Youngtown (Approx. 50 min Helicopter flight time to Whitemark / Blue Rocks / Long Point)
e 4.6km to Flinders Island Airport from Whitemark

« 9km from Blue Rocks to Whitemark by road (approximately12 mins in normal driving conditions).

e 25.4km to Lady Barron by road (approximately 32 mins in normal driving conditions).

The Community:

Important Note: There is no demographical information available specifically for this area from the 2011
Australian Bureau of Statistics census data.

Based on stakeholder input, the community of Whitemark, Blue Rocks and Long Point has been
defined as having the following characteristics:

Whitemark Area, including a low density community area to the north:

« There are approximately 259 permanent residents in Whitemark or 37% of the island’s population living
on 158 lots of average 1700m2 land size.
- approximately (15)% of the population is aged O - 14 years.
- approximately (22) % of the population is aged 65+ years.

« There is seasonal population variation as this area experiences significant population increases during
summer months.

« Alow density community area exits along Bluff Road, which is 2.5 km north of Whitemark, adjacent to

the airport and surrounded by agricultural land. There are approximately 23 residences most on
allotments greater than 3000m2. This area also includes a large Tourist Cabin Park.

Blue Rocks Area, including Long Point:
« The Blue Rocks area is a linear shaped community extending from Long Point to Sawyers Bay Road.
e There are approximately 19 permanent residents including 3 children.

e There are a number of single dwellings established along a coastal strip of land between Arthur Bay to
Palana Road that stretches from Long Point Road to Sawyers Bay Road. Some dwellings within this
area are vulnerable to fire attack due to being surrounded by flammable vegetation such as non-eucalypt
forest and coastal scrub.

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Glossary of Key Terms

Area Map

A map of a community area, covering a geographical extent of 4 km x 4.5 km (2 km x 2.5 km —
large scale maps), at a scale of 1:15,000 (1:7,500 — large scale maps).

Bushfire Ready
Schools (BFRS)

Educational facilities that have been assessed by TFS for bushfire safety.

Category 1: meets default separation distances; protect in place is an option.

Category 2: doesn’'t meet default separation distances; mitigation work required before protect in
place is an option.

Category 3: doesn’t meet default separation distances; protect in place is not an option.

Census Data
(ABS Demographics)

Census collection areas do not correspond geographically to community bushfire plan areas.
Statistical data presented in the plan relates to a census area, which covers a community plan
area. (Refer: Australian Bureau of Statistics Collection Area Maps).

Communications

Good: Signal strength is generally strong, and coverage is thorough.

(Radio) Patchy: Signal strength fluctuates, and coverage is variable.
Poor: Signal strength is generally weak, and coverage is minimal or non-existent.
Community An area in Tasmania where people reside, defined in this context by a geographical extent.

Community Asset

A feature located in a community area, near the urban interface, and identified by stakeholders and
the community as being of high value, and/or importance for community recovery and resilience
after a bushfire.

Community Bushfire
Protection Plan (CPP)

A bushfire plan for community members, to support their personal Bushfire Protection Plans.
The focus of the Bushfire Protection Plan is on safety options.

Community Bushfire
Response Plan (CRP)

A bushfire pan for Incident Management Teams, TFS brigades and emergency management
agencies. The Response Plan is designed to assist response, management, planning and recovery.

Community Fire Refuge
(CFR)

Community fire refuges are buildings that have been identified by the Tasmania Fire Service in
partnership with councils and other government agencies that offer basic amenities including
temporary shelter, drinking water and toilet facilities. They are for people who leave bushfire
affected areas and do not go somewhere else of their own choosing. E.g. homes of friends or
family.

Community Classification

Residential: Populated areas characterised by low to medium density residential development.
Semi-Rural: Populated areas characterised by low density residential development set within the
natural bushland or semi-rural environment.

Rural: Populated areas characterised by broad-acre allotments, set within natural & rural
landscapes.

Industrial: Populated areas characterised by industrial-style development.

Distance & Travel Times

Distance: Distance (in kilometres) is an approximation of straight-line distance.
Travel Time: Travel time (in minutes) is an approximation of the travel time by road, or air
(helicopter), and is calculated using speed limits and distances.

Fire Behaviour Potential
(FBP)

A component of the Bushfire Risk Assessment Model (BRAM v2.0, DPIPWE).
Defined as the factors that would affect the development and propagation of a fire.
Fire Behaviour Potential is modelled by combining three spatial layers:

> Head Fire Intensity > Slope Factor o Fire Flammability

(Refer: Parks & Wildlife Service, Regional Fire Management Plans).

There are 5 Fire Behaviour Potential categories:

o Non-Classified o Low o Moderate o High o Extreme
Fire Danger Rating
(FDR)
ATASTROP DR 100 Leaving is the ONLY safe option for your survival — regardless of any
plan to stay and defend.

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Identified Hazard

A feature located in a community area, near the urban interface, and that has been identified as
potentially causing harm, damage or adverse health effects to people (public or emergency
personnel) during a major bushfire. Includes hazardous materials, high voltage electricity etc.

Interface Type

Describes the predominant urban interface type within the community area.
Type 1: Structures adjoin bushland fuels — clear delineation between built & natural
environments.

Type 2: Structures scattered within bushland fuels — built & natural environments are blended.

A nearby safer place (NSP) is a place of last resort for people during a major bush fire. It forms part
of a Bushfire Survival Plan. A NSP is somewhere close-by that can be reached quickly and safely
and gives shelter from radiant heat. Individuals are advised to identify their own NSPs, and TFS
may identify NSPs within a community area.

Area List Columns

Resources Type: an estimate of the minimum resource types (e.g. light, medium, heavy tankers)
required to protect the life or property asset.

Assignment: the resource types and designations (e.g. Hobart 3.1) assigned to protect a feature.
Priority: an assessment of the priority for protection of features, based on fire behaviour, life risk,
safety and other considerations.

Public Safety Priorities

Localities that have been identified through consultation, as being places where people may
gather, or where groups of people may be at risk during a major bushfire. This includes nearby
safer places (NSP) and vulnerable group locations (V).

Recent Fire History,
Mitigation & Planning

Fire/Mitigation: Wildfire or prescribed fire, recorded within the last 5 years, of a continuous size
greater than 2 hectares, which may provide some tactical advantage.

Emergency & Fire Management Plans: Plans produced by other agencies that may provide
essential emergency management information.

Reserves & Parks

Major nature and recreation reserves in the area. These may be of high environmental, economic
and/or social value, and may need special consideration.

Predominant gradients within a community area.

Vulnerable Group Location
